2. Any objection to confirmation must be in writing, filed with the clerk at the below address and copies

If you file a written objection and fail to attend the confirmation hearing in person or

telephonically, the court may deem your objection withdrawn.

3. If no objections are filed and the trustee recommends confirmation, the plan may be confirmed without

a hearing.

4. The failure of a party in interest to timely file an objection to confirmation constitutes acceptance of the

plan under 11 U.S.C. § 1325 (a)(5)(A).
